	Lack of awareness of some stakeholders about the “raison d’être” and functioning of CMS.
	Promote awareness on the role and functioning of CMS in the information society, and integrate them into the various business models where relevant. 

	In the work they do for their members, CMS carry out a number of different functions, some of which can be enhanced by DRMs but some of which DRMs cannot address.

	· Acknowledgement of the limits of DRMs in assuming some core functions of CMS (bargaining capabilities essential to realise adequate revenues, verification whether the correct royalties have been paid, economies of scale, international cooperation for definition and implementation of global standards and norms, enforcement, education, cultural initiatives, social and legal assistance).

	CMS embrace DRMs as a tool to assist and enhance the management, administration and enforcement of the rights CMS are vested in or represent. But DRMs are at an early stage of development and do not yet fulfil all the basic requirements to achieve CMS needs.


	There is a need for CMS to be continually involved in developing standards which ensure that DRMs are effective and flexible to handle new business models.

	CMS are developing DRMs components for managing rights, and are participating in international fora in order to promote the development of common, interoperable and secure standards able to respond to their needs.
	DRMs should be developed in cooperation with CMS in order to take into account their needs, inputs and achievements (for instance, agreed standard numbering systems identifying works and rightholders must be respected).
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
